The Assemblies of God (AG) Is a global network of Pentecostal Christian churches that emphasizes the
work of the Holy Spirit, evangelism, and the empowerment of believers through spiritual gifts. Founded Iin
1914 In Hot Springs, Arkansas, USA, the Assemblies of God Is actively sending missionaries around the world
to advance the kingdom of God.

The early period of the movement of Assemblies of God in Malaysia was marked by missionaries’
contributions from the United States of America. The first Assemblies of God church in Pudu is the oldest
existing AG church that was founded by Ms. Carrie P. Anderson', a Norwegian missionary to South China
who later, worked with Ms. Esther Johnson when she came over to Singapore and Malaya upon the request
of Rev. Cecll M Jackson, the first recorded AG missionaries to Singapore when he went back to USA for
furlough with his family in early part of 19313

Ms. Carrie Anderson later went to Kuala Lumpur to pioneer a congregant, which now became First
Assembly of God, Kuala Lumpur. She started her work at the 4th mile, Ampang road with two fresh men
from school, Bro Ng Kam Foh and Bro Lee Charn Yew*.
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Ms. Esther Johnson,
who later married to Rev. Arthur Sandahl

Working hard for the Lord, making regular
visits mostly on foot to Chinese families, telling
them about Jesus and praying for the sick, she
built up the work and rented a building for the
first church at Jalan Brunei, Kuala Lumpur>.
With her unstinted work and unceasing
prayers, she established a Cantonese assembly
with a large English speaking group in the
whole congregation by 1964.

It has been wonderful to see how God has
blessed our church, and many precious souls
have found the Lord Jesus as their Saviour
since we started. We believe there is a great
future ahead as focus we on being
mission-driven in fulfilling the call of God for
First Assembly.
